The central section of this year’s volume is entitled The Body. Ten authors
present different ethnological and anthropological aspects of the body: the body in
dress fashion, dance, mythology, illness, treatment and folk medicine, old age,
prostitution, and as a manipulative social category. It is interesting to note that no
less than seven authors in this section are graduates from the Department of
Ethnology and Cultural Anthropology of the Faculty of Arts in Ljubljana, who are
presently post-graduate students or junior researchers. In the making of this volume,
their contributions fell into the right place at the right time, and this is something
I am quite happy about. It is no less than fair to give young ethnologists and
anthropologists a chance to publish. The significance of Etnolog, though basically
the bulletin of the Slovene Ethnographic Museum, extends to wider ethnological
and anthropological circles. Original or scientific survey articles were contributed
by Andreja Mesaric, Anja Tkalcic, Iztok Sori, Tanja Bizjan, Jana Simene, Ziva
Gobbo, Natasa Visocnik, and by Mojca Ramsak, Valerija B. Kolosova and Ljupco
S. Risteski.

The second section, entitled Tradition in the present, offers equally
interesting reading matter. It introduces us to changes in the customs of saying
farewell to the deceased in the Dobrepolje Valley (Anka Novak), changes to and
the modern course of pilgrimages to Santiago de Compostela (Andrej Gregorac),
New Year masks - otepovci - in present-day Bohinj (Tatjana Dolzan ErZen), the
concept of village witch in the eastern, rural area of Slovenia (Mirjam Mencej),

and changes in the cultural landscape in the Triglav National Park (Matej Vranjes).

This summer, we were deeply shocked by the death of our friend, collaborator
and professional fellow traveller Borut Brumen. We all admired his work and
energy, and it was hard to reconcile ourselves with having to take leave of him
forever. This year’s Janus’ Department is therefore dedicated to Brumen’s memory
in the form of a heartfelt and professionally eminent article written by Rajko Mursic.

This volume also publishes a selected bibliography of Borut Brumen (Damjana
Zbontar).



The Articles section presents the life and work of Jurij Humar and his
contribution to treating people with magnetism (Nena Zidov), and an article on
satirical motifs in painted beehive panels (Damir Globocnik).

Museum News contains a range of interesting reports and information on
exhibitions (Mojca Raci¢ Simoncic, Tatjana Dolzan ErzZen), collections (Breda
Pajsar, Helena Rant), professional meetings (Mihaela Hudelja and Darja Skrt),
the activities of the Slovene Ethnographic Museum in the past year (Sonja Kogej
Rus), and reports on an eminent award! We were indeed delighted when our long-
time director Inja Smerdel, who completed her mandate this year, received the
Murko Award for her lifelong work. She was given the award for the execution of
the project that led to the establishment of the Slovene Ethnographic Museum’s
new complex of buildings in Metelkova Street, Ljubljana. Etnolog therefore also
includes our special congratulations. At the same time, we wish our new director,
Bojana Rogelj Skafar, great success in managing the museum.

Museum News also includes the bibliography of the SEM’s statf members
in 2004 and presents several important new publications. Though they are all
very significant, we have to admit that in the museum we are particularly delighted
by the publication of our colleague Janja Zagar swork Pokrivala: zbirka Slovenskega
etnografskega muzeja = Headwear: the collection of the Slovene Ethnographic
Museum. We wish to extend our sincere congratulations to her for this important
professional work.

Dear readers of Etnolog! Next year, we celebrate the eightieth anniversary of
our bulletin and we hereby invite your contributions. The editorial board of Etnolog
decided to mark this significant anniversary by letting the authors of the jubilee
edition freely choose their themes: no central theme is set, and all your contributions
will we welcome.

I would like to conclude this introduction by emphasising once more that
this year’s Etnolog, its scope and rich contents, would not have been possible
without the assistance of a range of people. First of all the members of the editorial
board, and then in particular my colleagues in the museum Nena Zidov, Mojca
Raci¢ Simongéic¢ and Tone Pirc, to whom I offer my sincerest thanks. I would also
like to thank the authors who contributed their knowledge, time, and energy. No
less than twentyeight people contributed to making this year’s Etnolog into the
volume that is now offered to its readers. I hope and believe that you will enjoy
reading it.
